The Mifflin County Planning and Development Department is the agency delegated by the Mifflin County Commissioners on behalf of (OBO) Lewistown Borough Council to administer their Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program.  The following entitlement Townships are not included in this RFQ: Brown Township, Derry Township and Granville Township.
With its CDBG funds, the County OBO the Lewistown Borough Council intends to undertake the following (but not limited to) types of projects to benefit low/moderate income persons:  ADA-Removal of architectural barriers, playground improvements, public sewer improvements & extensions, public water improvements & extensions,  stormwater improvements & extensions, streetscape projects, street reconstruction and other qualifying projects.    
The County OBO the Lewistown Borough Council is seeking statements of qualifications from engineering firms, to provide design, bidding and construction phase services for the potential projects.  The engineering firm will be retained in accordance with qualifications based criteria in accordance with the applicable Federal, State and Local Procurement Standards.  The engineer should be knowledgeable in the requirements of the funding agency such as but not limited to:  Federal, Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), United States Department of Agriculture (USDA), State of Pennsylvania, PENNDOT, PennVEST.   
All statements of qualifications must be received by 4:00 PM on Monday, August 27, 2018.  The County and Borough will evaluate qualifications and select the firm it deems best qualified.  The County will then negotiate a professional services agreement for the years listed above.  An actual cost will be negotiated and specified at that time the project becomes ready to begin engineering.  

PROJECT DESCRIPTIONS

The project will consist of providing design, bidding and construction phase engineering services for potential projects as listed above. The design engineer will review the condition of the existing facilities and meet with the local officials or their representative, to determine the final improvements to be included in the construction drawings.

SELECTION PROCEDURE
The County will review all statements of qualifications and assign rankings in accordance with the four elements listed below.  Each of the four factors should be addressed in the statement of qualifications and points will be awarded based on each response.  Fees are not to be included in this submission.  Statements of qualifications containing fees will not be evaluated.

All firms will be ranked separately based on the information submitted, to determine their ability to undertake the services outlined above.  The final selection will be contingent upon the willingness of the firm to negotiate a fee, which meets both the budget and the approval of the County which is fair and reasonable, with respect to the services to be provided.

Should the County be unable to negotiate an acceptable contract with the firm receiving the highest ranking, negotiations will begin immediately with the next highest ranking offeror, and so on, until a satisfactory agreement has been reached.

Statements of qualifications will be reviewed by Mifflin County Planning and Development Department.  Telephone and on-site interviews may be requested and the County reserves the right to conduct negotiations and to request oral presentations.

The contract will be awarded to the responsible offeror whose proposal is within the competitive range and determined to be the most advantageous to the County.   It is required that all project activities be carried out in accordance with applicable Federal, State and local laws and regulations.
